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E[image: ]arly Talk Boost research project – would you like to take part in a study and receive free resources and training for your setting?


What is Early Talk Boost?  
Early Talk Boost is a catch up programme for 3 to 4-year-olds who struggle with talking and understanding of words. Groups of six to eight children attend three 15–20 minute sessions a week for nine weeks. 
 
What is the research?  
This research project, funded by the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF), is being carried out by the National Foundation for Educational Research (NFER). 
It aims to evaluate Early Talk Boost in an independent and rigorous way to see what impact it has on children’s oral language skills.
 
Why should my setting get involved? 
By taking part in this evaluation study, your setting is adding to the evidence base and knowledge on what works in early years education in England.   
If your setting is eligible, you will receive:  
· Contribution towards staff time  
· Early Talk Boost intervention pack and training for two practitioners or
· £1000 at the end of the project which you can use to   purchase Early Talk Boost and training 

Is my setting eligible to take part?  
All settings in England (except those in the North East, North Yorkshire and Cumbria)can take part in the study. Both Private, Voluntary and Independent (PVI) and maintained nurseries. 
Settings need to expect to have at least 20 children aged 3-4 years who do not have SEND concerns and attend the setting for at least 3 different days (or half-days) from September 2025.
